2. Cover Page: 5 points
· Design a cover page for your report that includes:

· Element name 

· Element atomic number

· Your name and period

3. Report: 75 points 
· One (1) page minimum to three (3) pages maximum.

· The report must be typed and have this format:

· An introductory paragraph 

· 3 -10 supporting paragraphs

· a concluding statement or paragraph.

· The report needs to include: 

· When the element was discovered.

· Who discovered the element?

· How is it mined or produced? 

· How do humans use it? 

· Where on earth is it found? 

· Does your element have isotopes?

· How does it combine with other elements? 

· Physical properties. 

· Interesting/important facts (refer to attached chart).

· Be sure to follow the Write Traits approach as you complete this project (emphasizing Ideas, Organization, Voice, Word Choice, Sentence Fluency & Convention) .

4. Periodic Table of Elements square
· Complete a Square for the periodic table of elements (8x10) using the periodic table of elements as a guide…  it must have all of the information listed on the PTE (element symbol, atomic mass, element name,  and atomic number)
· You will need to decorate this- you can choose how to do this, but it must not be excessive and must be easy to read

5.  Diagrams and Pictures:  20 points
· You need to include: 
· A Lewis Diagram (electron dot diagram) of your element. 
· At least TWO (2) other diagrams, pictures and/or photos that represent or show how your element is used, refined, combines with other elements, etc. 

· All pictures/diagrams or photos must have a caption written in your own words that explains the diagram, picture, or photo (If there is no caption you will be awarded ½ points).

6. New Vocabulary and Glossary Page:  10 points
· As you research and write your report you will be learning and using new vocabulary.  For the report you will:

· Underline any new vocabulary words used in your report.  
· Include at least 5 new words that need to be defined.

· Include a Glossary Page after the report that contains the complete definitions of all underlined words used. 

7. Notes Pages:  10 points
· The last pages of your element report should include:

· The Element Report Chart Notes page. 

· Any additional notes you printed or downloaded from the internet or copied from a print source such as web pages, photocopies, handwritten notes, etc.

· After your report you need a bibliography page.  Look below for a sample format of the bibliography.

· You can use www.easybib.com to assist you.

· Your bibliography must include at least TWO (2) different sources for your element information.
· One source must be from the internet or an electronic source (such as a CD). 
· One source must be a written source such as a book, encyclopedia etc.
